STEP 1: See PICTURE 1.

Take ONE END PANEL (A) and attach the
TWOBOTTOM RAILSWITH GROOVES
(B) using TWO WOOD SCREWS (D) (one
screw for each rail).

Be surethe grooves are facing in so you can
insert the bottom shelf later.

Attach the TWO TOP RAILS (C) to the

same END PANEL (A) using TWO WOOD
SCREWS (D) (one screw for each rail).

STEP 2: See PICTURE 2.

Take the BOTTOM SHELF (E) and slide it
into the grooves on the BOTTOM RAILS
(B) with the white side facing up.

Attach the SECOND END PANEL (A) to
the BOTTOM RAILS (B) and TOP RAILS
(C) using the remaining FOUR WOOD
SCREWS (D) (one screw for each rail).

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STEP 3: SeePICTURES3A and 3B.

Turn the bassinet stand upside down. Attach ONE CASTER WHEEL (F) to
EACH LEG of the bassinet stand using ONE BOLT and ONE KNOB for
each WHEEL . Tighten each whedl securely. TheBASSINET STAND isnow

assembled.

STEP4: SeePICTURE 4.

Locatethe FOURT-NUTS(G) and FOUR 1%4" BOLTS
(H) soyou can bolt the ROUND BASSINET BODY (1)
totheBASSINET STAND.

This step iseasiest to do if you put the round
bassinet body upsidedown onthefloor, and then put the
bassinet stand upside down on top of the bassinet body
asshowninPICTURE 4.

Lineup thefour holeson the stand with thefour
holeson the body.

Insertthe FOUR T-NUTS(G) into thefour holes
ontheTOPRAILS(C). Tapinto placewith ahammer if
needed.

Theninsertthe FOUR 1v4" BOLTS(H) through
the four holesonthe ROUND BASSINET BODY (1)
and screw theminto the FOUR T-NUTS(G).

STEP5: SeePICTURES.

Withthebassinet initscorrect, upright position,
wrap the FABRIC SKIRT (J) around the
LOWER rim of the ROUND BASSINET
BODY (1) pressing the grip tape stripstogether
asyougo around

Begin at therear center wherethe metal spindle
islocated.

Theendsof theskirt will meet a thestarting point
and overlap.
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STEP6: SeePICTURE 6.
Therearetwo holesin the metal spindle on the bassinet body so
that you can adjust the height of the canopy.

Choosethe height you want. Insert the METAL CANOPY POLE
(K) into themetal spindleon thebassinet body (1) and line up your
chosen holeonthemeta spindlewith the push button on the canopy
pole. M ake surethe push button snapsinto the hol e and the canopy
poleisheld securely inposition.

STEP7: SeePICTURE 7.

Grasp thetwo free ends of the CANOPY FRAME (L) and, hold-
ing them together, insert theminto thetop of the CANOPY POLE
(K). Tap gently with ahammer until theends of theframearefully
seated insdethepole.

Next, place the FABRIC CANOPY (M) onto the CANOPY
FRAME (L) andtieit to theframewith theribbons.

STEP 8: SeePICTURE 8.

Positionthe FABRIC BUMPER (N) insidethe ROUND
BASSINET BODY (I). Securethetabson the bumper
to thethicker dowelsand tietheribbons, and thentiethe
remaining ribbonsto thethinner dowels.

NOTE: Besurethe bumper issecured and check
theribbonsregularly to make surethey stay tied.
L oose bedding can beadanger toyour baby, soit’s
very important tomakesurethetiesand fabrictabs
areused properly to securethebumper.

STEP9: SeePICTURE 8.
Put theFABRIC FITTED SHEET (O) ontotheROUND
MATTRESSPAD (P) and place the sheet and pad
insdethebassnet.
